Despite significant medical advancements and awareness campaigns, 
the rate of organ donation remains low due to lack of knowledge, fear, myths, and cultural or religious 
misconceptions. This research was undertaken to assess the knowledge, attitude, and awareness regarding 
organ donation among individuals and to determine the need for effective educational interventions. 
 
Objectives: 
 
The objectives of the were to assess " An exploratory study to evaluate the knowledge regarding organ 
donation among fourth year B.Sc.  Nursing students at Smt. Nagarathnamma College of Nursing Bangalore 
“and to determine the association between their awareness scores and selected demographic variables such 
as age, education, health status, gender, family income, place of residence and occupation. 
Methods: 
 
A descriptive research design was used for the study. Data were collected using a structured questionnaire 
from selected participants, focusing on their understanding of organ donation, willingness to donate, and 
perceived barriers. The findings revealed that while most respondents expressed a positive attitude toward 
organ donation, their level of knowledge about the process, eligibility, legal aspects, and registration 
procedures was limited. Misconceptions and lack of motivation were identified as major factors hindering 
donation willingness. 
 
Result: 
 
The study highlights the crucial role of nurses and other healthcare professionals in educating the public about 
the importance of organ donation, clarifying doubts, and encouraging voluntary registration. It also 
emphasizes the need for continuous awareness programs through schools, communities, and media to 
promote organ donation as a social responsibility and a moral duty.

 The research indicates that improved awareness and positive reinforcement through health education can 
significantly increase the rate of organ donation, thereby saving numerous lives.
