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This thesis proposes to create conciousness about 
the vivid heritage prevailing in Goa which has  gone 
unnoticed in recent days. This process of bringing 
awarness will take place in the design of an Inter-
pretation Centre dedicated to the Heritage of Goa. 
The design incorporates new space for hands on 
experience about the local heritage and also pro-
vides spaces for cultural restoration and engage-
ment. The site is located in Velha Goa (Old Goa).  
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
